TICKET PURCHASES
The ticket price covers entry to the event, a 2 course sit down dinner, tea and coffee and 
an evening of fantastic entertainment and celebration.  A cash bar will be available for 
beverage purchases on the evening.

The Junior ticket price of $25.00 per person is for a junior size meal consisting of chicken 
tenders, salad and chips, with chocolate pudding for dessert.
