Looking at a diplomatic or international development career?

The Conversation published a speech by Gareth Evans, Chancellor of the Australian National University on
this topic. Evans, who has had extensive experience in these jobs, noted that to get a diplomatic or
international development job you need skills, experience and luck. The following is a summary of the
required skills he mentioned in the speech.

e Good results in a challenging university degree, or combination of degrees (the discipline doesn’t
really matter). Employers are looking for a strong underlying intellectual capacity and the ability to
apply this to new situations.

e It'simportant to be able to demonstrate an interest and knowledge of international relations. The
way you acquire the knowledge is to read (e.g. The Economist, The Conversation).

e At least one foreign language, or a demonstrated aptitude to learn quickly, is a prerequisite for any
significant international relations job these days.

e Few skills matter more for a would-be diplomat than the ability to write well and, above all,
accurately. Good oral communication and advocacy skills are also extremely helpful in foreign policy
related jobs.

e Good social skills.

e The capacity to get things done. To have a good sense of process and the ability to get people
working together to deliver outcomes.

Unlocking Your Employability

In today’s world of work, employers are looking for much more than a qualification. You need to show a
potential employer what you can offer beyond your qualifications. The University of Queensland has
developed a course to help you do this. It will help you understand what employability is and why it is
important.

The course, Unlocking Your Employability is free, although there is a fee if you want to receive a certificate. It
consists of seven one-hour modules that you can complete at your own pace. Visit the edX website to read
more about the course.
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What’s the difference between a Registered Nurse and an Enrolled Nurse?

Registered nurses (RN) assess, plan, provide and evaluate preventative, curative and rehabilitative care for
patients and supervise other nursing staff. They work in a wide variety of settings such as hospitals, aged
care and other health care facilities and private medical practices. They need:

e good communication skills,

e the ability to assume responsibility and leadership roles

e tolerance, patience and tact in dealing with people from a wide range of backgrounds and cultures
e to take the initiative in emergencies

e an ability to work both independently and as part of a team

e the ability to cope with the physical demands and psychological aspects of the job.

To become a RN, you need to complete a three-year Bachelor of Nursing at a university or other accredited
institute of higher education. RNs are required to be registered with the Australian Health Practitioner
Regulation Agency: Nursing and Midwifery Board of Australia. You can obtain more information about this
occupation from the myfuture website (you will need to Log in or Sign up to enter this free site) and the
Good Universities Guide website (this site has a list of nursing specialisations).

Enrolled Nurses (EN) under the direction and supervision of Registered Nurses, assist with the provision of
acute, preventative, curative, rehabilitative and the day-to-day personal nursing care of patients. They work
in hospitals, aged-care facilities, the community and other healthcare settings. ENs need to:

e have good communication, problem-solving and team skills
e follow instructions precisely
e be tolerant, patient and tactful with many different types of people.

To become an EN in Australia, the minimum level of study is the Diploma of Nursing (18 months — 2 years),
delivered through TAFE or an accredited private Registered Training Organisation. After graduation, ENs
apply for registration with the Australian Health Practitioner Regulation Agency: Nursing and Midwifery
Board of Australia to practice as an Enrolled nurse. You can obtain more information about this occupation
from the myfuture website (you will need to log in or Sign up to enter this free site) and the Good
Universities Guide website.

English subject prerequisite for 2021

The most common prerequisite for entry into Queensland universities is English (Units 3 & 4, C). This means
a student must study a General English subject and achieve a grade of C or higher in Units 3 & 4 (Year 12
studies). Almost all institutions requiring an English prerequisite will accept any of the four general English
subjects which are:

e English

e English as an Additional Language
e Literature

e English & Literature Extension.

General science subject prerequisite for Bachelor of Education

University education courses now list the science prerequisite as General science subject. General science
subjects that will meet this prerequisite for all Queensland institutions are: Agricultural Science, Biology,
Chemistry, Earth & Environmental Science, Marine Science, Physics and Psychology.

Term three is a very important and busy time of the year for Year 12 students. If you haven’t already decided
what you are going to do in 2020, this is the time to access information about the options available. The
following is a selection of events and activities that will be held in term three to assist you with your
decision-making.

It is produced by QTAC and
contains information about the application process and the courses you can apply for. Don’t lose this
book. You may need it after you leave school on 15 November to change course preferences on your QTAC
application when Year 12 results are released and during QTAC offer rounds.

Tertiary Studies Expo (TSXPO) — It will be held from 10 am — 4 pm on Saturday 20 and Sunday 21 July 2019
at Royal ICC, RNA Showgrounds, Brisbane. See the website for information about participating institutions,
seminar presentation details and competitions.

Regional career expos — Expos on the Sunshine Coast and in Townsville will occur in July and August. They
provide a great opportunity to explore employment opportunities and further education and training
options. See dates on the QTAC website.

Institution open days - Most of the university open days occur in Term three. Open days provide an
opportunity to learn more about the institutions and courses in which you are interested. Make the most of
open days by developing a list of questions to ask at the event. See open day dates on the QTAC website.

QTAC applications open - QTAC applications for Semester One 2020 courses open on 1 August 2019. Early
closing dates for some courses and some scholarship applications close on 28 September 2019. Information
about the application and offer processes will be in the QTAC Guide and on the QTAC website.

Scholarships - Most university scholarship applications open in Term three and close in October, November
or December. An exception is Bond University, which has its scholarship opening on 1 June 2019 each
scholarship can have a different closing date. It is best to check the closing date on the Bond website under
each scholarship entry. Every university has a section on its website about scholarships. Find out the
application process and due date early to avoid missing out on a scholarship. If in doubt about your chances,

apply anyway.

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Exam stress and top tips to de-stress

The following tips are adapted from the University of Queensland’s Health Hub.

With exam time upon us, we can no longer avoid the worry of looming deadlines and challenging
expectations (our own and other’s). Everybody deals with stress differently so it is important to recognise
your own signs and take control before they control you. The following behaviours can be signs of stress.

e Irregular sleep patterns

e Short temper and irritability

e That gut feeling (butterflies)

e Finding it difficult to relax or unwind

e Qverreacting to situations

e Comfort food snacking or loss of appetite

If you are experiencing one, many, or all of these signs, you need to do something about it to help you
handle the demands you face. The following tips could help.

Set the tone for your day - Take a few moments at the start of your day to set some good intentions and to
collect your thoughts. It may sound like a no-brainer but it will give you a moment to pause before jumping
into your busy day.

Create a schedule — Make a schedule or timetable for your day. For example, 8 — 8: 30 am could be for
wake-up routine (shower, breakfast, etc.); 8:30 - 9:30 am could be for study; 9:30 - 9:45 am could be for a
short walk or break. Creating a schedule and allocating periods to study will help increase the chances of
using your time effectively.

Divide your day up — Divvy your day into manageable study blocks (try 40 - 50 minute blocks to begin with
and slowly build) and stick to them. Set yourself goals on what you want to complete in that time, then have
a break well away from your desk.

Take a break (maybe even eat a Kit Kat!) — Sitting down to study 24/7 in the lead up to exams will wreck you
long before D-day. It may be chilly outside but there are huge benefits to getting a breath of fresh air to
break up your study time. It will do wonders for your motivation and creativity.

Turn your phone off in study period — Mobile phones are an unhelpful distraction, so during your allocated
study time, turn it off so you can focus on your work. The distraction of the phone can cause further stress.

Eat for your brain — Eat nutritious, little and often to avoid food comas. Go for quality food like vegetables,
fruit, nuts and wholemeal bread to stimulate your brain and set yourself up for success.
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Use your nerves, don’t let them use you — It may not feel like it at the time, however positive nerves can be
a good thing. They help you to work and think faster while being more effective with your time and overall
performance.

Shake it off — Sometimes when you feel like your head is about to explode all you need to do is let off some
steam. Do whatever will make you feel at ease, whether that’s a workout at the gym, making a nutritious
meal, listening to some music, sitting in the sun. Whatever it takes, give yourself the time to shake the
negativity and get back on task.

Warn your loved ones — Let your family and friends know what is going on as we often take our stress out
on those that are the closest to us. This is the time when you need to be surrounded by support, not thinking
about trivial disagreements.

Prioritise your study — It may sometimes feel that everyone wants a piece of your time (school, work, coach,
friends, family) but where you can, try to explain your situation so you can put your study first and make
plans for your other commitments after exams are over.

There’s no such thing as procrastination

According to Dr Eric Thomas, there is no such thing as procrastination. He says that if you are putting off
doing something (e.g. preparing for an exam, doing an assignment), it is because it isn’t a priority for

you. Therefore, you must find out how to make it meaningful enough for it to become a priority. Ericis
known as ET ‘the Hip Hop Preacher’. He is an author, motivational speaker, educator and pastor. Listen to
ET’s short Youtube video on why there is no such thing as procrastination.

UQ: Veterinary Science (Honours) entry requirements for 2020

Effective from 2019 the Bachelor of Veterinary Science will have the following additional entry requirements
and subject prerequisites:

e English
e Chemistry
e MathsB

e One of Physics or Biology
e Sijtuational Judgement Test (SJT) (to test non-academic capabilities)

What is the Situational Judgement Test? This is an online test - also referred to as CASPer - designed to test
the non-academic capabilities of applicants to assess their suitability for Veterinary Science. The test is:

e Administered by Altus Assessments

e Costs approximately S80AUD

e Takes approximately 90 minutes to complete

e There will be three test dates, on 24 August, 15 October and 17 November 2019 with different test
papers for each sitting

e Comprised of twelve scenarios —a combination of video and written scenarios. Applicants will
read/watch a scenario then respond to three questions about the scenario.

e There is five minutes allocated for each response period

Recommendations
e Complete the exam in a quiet space where you can avoid being distracted

e Recommended to undertake the exam at home and not in a public space (e.g., library)
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e Complete the pre-exam ‘Internet Preparedness’ steps to ensure your internet connection is strong
